The Equality and Diversity Toolkit was launched at the Education Show in Birmingham in March and feedback so far has been positive.  Several amendments are already planned, to include more signposting and examples of good practice.  The E&D Group have given suggestions about how the toolkit can be improved and commented on how we might include materials in the future.  The Equality and Human Rights Commission have been very supportive regarding the legal elements.  Revisions will be made in the Autumn after feedback has been collated.

Resources from the project have been sent to the National STEM Centre and will be live in the e-library for the launch on 8th July

The economic wellbeing pack is with the designers and will be trialled with a number of schools in the autumn term.  If anyone would like a copy please let us know.

The Design and Technology resources have been drafted and will be launched at the Education Show in November.

Discussions have been taking place with various stakeholders about the reprint of the CEIAG pack and a meeting was recently held, organised by Claire Nix of VT.
