Engineering and Technology Careers Resource Pack 2008

Who is it for?
The enginuity pack is aimed at young people aged 11-18 and those that advise them. 
 
What is included in the pack?

The inside front cover of the enginuity folder lists all the resources that are included in the pack and their purpose. The careers information included in the pack was in response to feedback from stakeholders and end users, including the ETB Careers Advisory Panel and the Institute of Careers Guidance (ICG). 
 
Who receives it and how?

The pack was distributed in October 2007 to over 5000 UK state and independent schools. It was sent to a named Head of Technology (where a name was available). The enginuity pack is also distributed at a number events aimed at young people and their advisers throughout the school year; and on request from www.enginuity.org.uk and careers@etechbco.uk  So far over 6000 enginuity packs have been distributed. 
 
How do we know it is useful?

Views about the pack and its contents are currently being sought via a web based feedback form. Schools and colleges will receive an email requesting their feedback. The results of this survey will be collated alongside evaluation from partners and stakeholders; and this will be used to inform careers information resources that are provided by ETB in 2008/9.
 
Update…..

So far we have distributed over 6500 enginuity packs (mostly to named contacts).

Questions (careers related) via the website and requests for the pack have increased significantly in the last 3 months (averaging about 40 a month).

Traffic to www.eninuity.org.uk is also increasing as a result (around 4000 site visits in November and December to over 6000 in January).
