STEM Subject Choice and Careers 
Project update July 2009
Resources and Products
The project continues to develop and rollout the resources and products as well as networking with other stakeholders and disseminating to teachers and careers workforce.
· The new STEM Careers Education, Information, Advice and Guidance Pack - STEM Resources - has gone live and is downloadable from the store cupboard, cegnet and from Future Morph.  Hard copies are about to be disseminated  to various groups including  Project Steering Group members.
· The second set of upd8 science materials has the curriculum content complete and we are adding additional careers activities as well as embedding Personal Capability (or PLTS) skills. 
· A Science of Harry Potter resource has been developed to coincide with the launch of the film that includes out of school activities. This will go on Teachernet as well as in the Digital Store Cupboard. 
· The first set of two maths resources have been published (risk and global time zones) and the second set have been drafted (costume design and carbon footprints). The first set is downloadable from the store cupboard.
· The second set of TV programmes are about to launched - Equality and Diversity, Role Models / Work Experience, Economic Wellbeing and Careers Education, Advice and Guidance.
· We plan to host a pilot one day STEM careers CPD courses in Yorkshire & Humber. The main courses will roll out across the country from the autumn. We have also arranged a CPD development workshop for 24 September at the National Centre for potential trainers and deliverers of CPD. We are finalising a partnership with SSAT that will draw on Lead Practitioners in each region to develop and deliver bespoke STEM careers CPD next year. Discussions are also ongoing with DATA and NCETM with regard to CPD development.
· Various members of the team have been disseminating and delivering workshops at a range of events including STEM day at WM SLC, event for Kirklees science teachers, ACEG conference, East Midlands STEM partnership events, careers conference at national SLC, Chemistry our Future conference, Triple Science Event and Timeline conferences.
· PM has been working with one school in Warwickshire to develop a STEM careers day toolkit - based on supporting them to run a low budget off curriculum day event for all of Y7. This will be incorporated into the next update of the Careers Pack.
· We are working with Public Awareness of Science (PAWS) to have a junior award for TV Science Drama and Documentary alongside their main adult national event in November. Representatives from our test bed schools will act as jury.
· We will be running Science on a Soapbox at British Festival of Science in September for schools with a range of STEM Ambassadors etc. We also have a public event with a panel including Kate Bellingham - Explore the possibilities of a career in science.
· Research from 5 of the testbed schools has been completed and the report is in preparation - research draws comments form parents, pupils and teachers.
· Role model training pack has been delayed. We are delivering a trial version with Manchester STEMpoint and will evaluate and finalise a version in print before moving to an online version.
Wider Aspects of AP8 work

· The redesign of the MathsCareers website is under way. We now have a launch date of 1 December to coincide with an NCETM event. David Youdan continues at the heart of this work, we have a group involving members of the maths community, Nicola Hannam (Future Morph) and Adrian Talbot (ETB) as technical host.
· DCSF have agreed a contract variation to AP8 for us to work with CRAC and IOP to produce some new physics careers resources aimed at Y10 and Y11 and designed to encourage more girls to consider physics A levels.
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
